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Title: New kitchen brings life to Berner community
The Children Education Group, a community organisation, asked Tower Hamlets Homes if they could help them to update their community centre’s kitchen.  The kitchen, used by the Group to provide lunches for older residents as part of their luncheon club, had cupboards that were falling apart and was in danger of being closed for good.

Tower Hamlets Homes asked their Decent Homes contractor, Wates Living Space, to get involved as part of their commitment to invest in the communities they work in. Wates donated materials and labour to update the kitchen; gutted the kitchen and installed a new window, brand new cupboards, two sinks, worktops, tiles and flooring, and gave it a fresh lick of paint.  

To celebrate the new kitchen, the community centre hosted a special meal cooked in the new kitchen and invited local people, councillors and the Mayor, as well as Tower Hamlets Homes and Wates.

Gavin Cansfield, Chief Executive of Tower Hamlets Homes said, “I know the Children Education Group very well and I know that they provide vitally important services for their neighbourhoods.  It’s great to see the Group benefiting from their new kitchen.”

Andrew Grant, Project Manager at Wates Living Space, added, “We were really pleased to be able to help local residents out by improving their community facility.  I think we’ve made a great improvement.”

Chair of the Children’s Education Group, Jamalur Rahman said, “The community centre looks so much better – we’re really happy with the work that has been done. We really appreciate all the hard work, especially the support of our local councillors, without who’s support it would not have been done.  The new kitchen means we’ll be able to continue to provide an essential service to local people.”
